THE 2010
CONSTITUTION AND BY LAWS  OF THE  ALUMNI ASSOCIATION
OF THE JUAN SUMULONG HIGH SCHOOL
PREAMBLE

 We, the Alumni of  the Juan Sumulong High School, moved by the principles and ideals inculcated by our Alma Mater to seek God’s greater glory by avowing our inherent democratic right to pursue an Alumni Association  that shall inspire us to serve God, our beloved school the Juan Sumulong High School with self sacrifice, safeguard our dignity, defend our common interests, promote the member’s general welfare, uphold the integrity of our school, carry out our  responsibilities towards social justice and strengthen the culture of leadership and academic excellence, do solemnly ordain and promulgate this constitution and by laws.
ARTICLE I - NAME AND DOMICILE
Sec. 1
 The organization shall be known as the JSHS-Alumni Association.
Sec. 2
 The domicile and principal office of this Association shall be at the Juan Sumulong High School,18th Avenue Cubao Quezon City.
ARTICLE II - PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES

Sec. 1  The Vision
1.1  A dynamic association of graduates of Juan Sumulong High School (JSHS) Quezon City responsive to the needs of its constituents and stakeholders. The association is a strong partner of JSHS in pursuing academic excellence, community leadership and in nurturing globally competitive graduates. 

Sec. 2
 Mission.
2.1 To strengthen the ties of goodwill, solidarity, friendship and communication among alumni; cultivate the spirit of loyalty, commitment and participation among its members and; provide an effective and efficient support to the JSHS community.

Sec. 3  The Objectives.
3.1 To provide organized assistance to Juan Sumulong High School in the fulfillment of its visions and accomplishment of its missions;
3.2  To initiate coordinated programs and activities that will promote the well-being and welfare of alumni, students, faculty and other JSHS constituents; and

3.3   To provide opportunities for interaction and exchanges between its members, other JSHS stakeholders, the Philippine society, and the international community.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

Sec. 1  All graduates of Juan Sumulong High School are automatically members of the Association.
Sec. 2  The membership of this organization shall be classified into Regular members and Honorary members.

2.1   Regular members are graduates of Juan Sumulong High School who accepts the aims and principles of the Association as set out in the by laws.
2.2
Honorary members are members of the faculty and administration of the school, parents who have sent at least three (3) children to the school, may be nominated to become honorary members by any regular members in good standing of the Association and may be elected as such by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.
2.3    A member in good standing is one who:

a. Pays membership dues and other fees prescribed by the Board of Directors;

b. Participates in Association activities.

2.4   A member in good standing shall have the following rights:

a. Can vote and can be elected into office;

b. Can request access to official records, documents and papers pertaining to the acts, transactions or decisions of the Association unless otherwise specified;

c. Can use the properties and facilities of the Association according to the rules and regulations agreed upon for this purpose;

d. Can propose amendments and resolutions through the Board of Directors.

Sec. 3 The membership of this organization is for a period of one school year, renewable annually.
Sec.  4  Fees
4.1  Every member, regular or honorary shall pay an annual fee and other fees which shall be determined by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE IV- THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Sec. 1
 The General Assembly shall be the highest decision-making body of the Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association and the final authority for all matters concerning the association.


Sec. 2
  The General Assembly shall be convened every year at a date determined by the Board of Directors.

Sec. 3   Extraordinary sessions of the General Assembly may be called on request of a chapter subject to the agreement of a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the Board of Directors voting at a duly constituted meeting.


Sec. 4
  Each member shall be entitled to one (1) vote.
ARTICLE IV- THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS


Sec. 1  The Board of Directors shall be the governing body of the Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association.  It shall be composed of 15 members to be elected from among the members in good standing.


Sec. 2
  The Board of Directors shall elect the officers of the association from among themselves.


Sec. 3  The Board of Directors shall carry out the policies and programs adopted by the General Assembly.


Sec. 4  The Board of Directors shall meet at least four times every calendar year at a time and place determined by the Chairman in consultation with the Officers Committee.  The new Board elected by the General Assembly shall meet immediately preceding and immediately following the general assembly.  It shall convene such special meeting as may be called by the President upon the written request of at least three members of the Board.


Sec. 5
  Any regular member of the association or Class representatives and honorary members may attend and participate in the Board meeting but shall be non-voting.


Sec. 6 Board of Directors shall adopt the yearly program and budget of the association within the framework approved by the General Assembly.


Sec. 7  The Board of Directors shall ensure that the funds are available to finance the activities of the Association, set fees and arrange for the conduct of an independent, annual audit  of the Association’s financial statements.


Sec. 8   Appoint new member to the standing ad-hoc committee.


Sec. 9  The Board of Directors may fill up vacancies in the Board who will serve the remaining term of the vacated post.


Sec. 10 The Board of Directors shall decide and determine on Honorary Members acceptance by 2/3 vote.

ARTICLE V- OFFICERS


Sec. 1  The Association shall have the following officers who shall be elected by the Board of Directors from among themselves:  Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Executive Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, Auditor, and Public Relations Officer, who shall perform the duties and responsibilities of their respective positions.


Sec. 2 No person shall have the right to vote and be eligible to any of the aforementioned positions unless he is a member of the Association in good standing.


Sec. 3 All officers shall hold office for a term of  _____  year and until their successors shall have been duly elected.
ARTICLE VI- DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE OFFICERS


Sec. 1 The Chairman shall have the following functions and duties:

a. Be the Executive Officer of the Association, and as such shall have active executive management of the operations of the Association subject, however, to the control of the Board of Directors.

b.  Have the power to call and preside over all the meetings of the Board of Directors and the General Assembly.

c. Sign contracts and agreements which the Association enters into.

d. Delegate such powers to any member of the Board of Directors whenever necessary.

e. Prepare and submit to the Board an Annual Report of the Association for approval.
Sec. 2  The Vice-Chairman shall have the following functions and duties:

a. Perform the duties of the Chairman in case of the latter’s absence, temporary incapacity, resignation or death.
b. Evaluates request of possible projects for funding and send recommendations to the Board for approval.
c. Assist the Chairman in the preparation of requirements of the regulatory bodies.
d. Perform such other duties and functions as the Chairman or the Board may assign to him/her.

Sec. 3  The Executive Secretary shall have the following functions and duties: 

a. Make and keep a record of the proceedings of all meeting of the Executive Committee, the Board of Directors, and the General Assembly.

b. Maintain a membership directory of the Association.

c. Be the custodian of all records of the Association.

d. Assist the Chairman in the preparation of requirements of the regulatory bodies.

e. Perform such other duties and functions as the Chairman or the Board may assign to him/her.

Sec, 4  The Assistant Secretary shall act as the Secretary whenever the Secretary is absent or incapacitated.


Sec. 5
  The Treasurer shall have the following functions and duties:


a. Collect all dues, regular or special, and all donations to the Association and  

    disburse funds in accordance with the By-Laws. 
b. Prepare and submit an Annual Financial Report to the Board.
c. Perform such other duties and functions as the Chairman or the Board may  

    assign to him/her.

Sec. 6
  The Assistant Treasurer shall act as the Treasurer whenever the Treasurer is absent or incapacitated.

Sec. 7
  The Auditor shall have the following functions and duties:

a. Audits the financial records kept by the Treasurer.

b. Conducts an audit of the book of accounts and properties of the Association.
c. Perform such other duties and functions as the Chairman or the Board may assign to him/her.
Sec. 8
  The Public Relations Officer (P.R.O.) shall have the following functions and duties:


a. Assist in preparing statements and articles on activities and projects of the Association.

b. Perform such other duties and functions as the Chairman or the Board may assign to him/her.

Sec. 9  Any vacant post during the term of office shall be filled up by a member of the Board of Directors and shall serve the remaining term of the post vacated.

Sec. 1  The Board of Directors shall be the governing body of the Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association.  It shall be composed of 15 members to be elected from among the members in good standing.

ARTICLE VI - NOMINATION AND ELECTION


Sec. 1.  The Association shall hold an election of the eight (8) members of the Board of Directors who got the highest votes after three years, and election of the seven (7) members of the Board of Directors  who got the lowest votes after two (2) years.  Election shall be held during the General Assembly.

Sec. 2.   Only Association members in good standing are eligible for election to the Board of Directors. 
Sec. 4.  Elections of the members of the Board of Directors shall be held by secret ballot and other alternative methods.

Sec. 5.  The Board of Directors shall select from among themselves the Chairman the members of the Elections Committee.

Sec. 6.  The Elections Committee shall be comprised of three (3) members from the Board of Directors.   Members of the Board of Directors who will run for re-election cannot be members of the Election Committee.


Sec. 7.  The Elections Committee shall be the sole judge of all contests relating to the elections.   The Committee shall adopt such rules and regulations as may be necessary for the discharge of its functions.


Sec. 8.  The Elections Committee shall announce to the Association a “call for nominations” for the election of new members of the Board of Directors two (2) months before the General Assembly.  Deadline for submission of nominations is one month before the General Assembly.  The list of nominees shall be announced two weeks before the General Assembly.
Sec. 9.  The nominees shall be ranked according to the number of votes garnered during the election.  The top six nominees for Cluster 1 and the top three (3) nominees for the three (3) other clusters who got the highest votes  shall be declared winners.  The list of winners shall be announced by the Elections Committee two (2) week after the elections.


Sec. 10.  The newly elected members of the Board of Directors shall take their oath on the next regular board meeting after the elections.

ARTICLE VII - MEETINGS


Sec.1   Regular meetings of the General Assembly shall be held annually at a date to be determined by the Board of Directors.


Sec. 2   A special meeting, upon the request of at least ten (10) members in good standing, shall be convened to act on priority matters.  Notice of the special meeting shall be given to all members at least seven (7) calendar days prior to the meeting.

Sec. 3   Committee meetings shall be called by the respective chairperson whenever deemed necessary.
ARTICLE VIII – QUORUM


Sec. 1   A majority of accredited members of the General Assembly shall constitute a quorum or in its absence, the business of the Assembly shall not be done or discussed unless approved by the Board of Directors.


Sec. 2   A majority of the Executive Officers of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum to transact business.

ARTICLE IX – THE ALUMNI CHAPTER


Sec. 1   Chapters serve to expand the scope and reach of a membership association such as the Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association.  Chapters may be viewed as sub-units or extension of JSHS Alumni Association, which serve to advance the mission and goals of the association.  As such, chapters operate independently but derive their existence and are accountable to the main association.

Sec. 2   Chapters to be formed should fall under one of the following classifications.

a. Local Chapters pertain to those based in the Philippines.

b. International Chapters pertain to those based outside the Philippines.

Sec. 3   A group of at least ____ bona fide Juan Sumulong High School alumni who are active members of the Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association may initiate the formation of a chapter in their area.  “Sub-chaptering” is NOT allowed, that is all chapters directly link with the Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association and a chapter cannot be formed within a chapter.
Sec. 4   Recommendation is submitted to Juan Sumulong High School Alumni Association board of directors for approval.  Upon approval, the chapter shall be placed on OBSERVATION STATUS for six (6) months to one (1) year.  Within that period, chapters must be able to meet and comply with all the organizational, operational, and financial provisions stated in this JSHS Alumni Association by laws and constitution and successfully organize at least three (3) events one of which is a general assembly meeting for their locality.  Once a chapter has fully set up, the JSHS Alumni Association can formally grant chapter certification to the applying chapter.

ARTICLE X – AMENDMENTS


Sec. 1   Amendments to the Constitution may be proposed by any member of the Board.


Sec. 2   Proposed amendments must be in writing and received by the Secretary at least one hundred and twenty (120) days before the opening of the next General Assembly.

Sec. 3   Secretary shall, in turn circulate any such proposal to all members within the next sixty (60) days.


Sec. 4   To be adopted, a proposed amendment of the Constitution shall require passage by a simple majority of the voting participants of the General Assembly.
